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. Course Format: Lecture/Discussion/Seminars

Il. Course Description, Aims, and Objectives

The course is an overview of the study of Indonesian language as a tool of human interaction in Indonesian culture. Students will explore the
diversity of Indonesian culture and values in the people’s modes of interaction between speaker and listener. The modes depend partly on what
Indonesians, both as individuals and as members of particular social, cultural and ethnic groups, feel and want at any particular time. As such

this course provides a diverse and multifarious look at Indonesian language, culture and values, from both high and popular culture. Students
will gain an understanding of the complexity of Indonesian language and traditions. :

lll. Teaching Format

A weekly two and a half hour meeting, the course is structured in such a manner that it is accessible to all S1 students of International program
regardless of prior modules taken. Each week a short piece of reading of approximately 4-10 pages by the intellectuals will be set and
considered in advance. The class shall discuss this work together. To give some background a group of students, as a part of group work
assignment, will do a short presentation each week on the issues in question and the context of the readings.

For most classes students will be required to submit a one page, double-spaced (or single-spaced if hand-written) essay addressing an
assignment. These assignments may require an explanation and analysis of a specific text or texts, an answer to a specific question, ora
judgment regarding a specific reading and practice. These assignments are due at the beginning of class. THERE WILL BE NO MAF'(EUPS

Each assignment will be graded on the basis of 10 being the highest and 0 being the lowest grade. Also, a portion of a student's grade will be
based on class discussion.

IV. Assessment :

Students are expected to attend classes in accordance with university policy and to actively patticipate. The basis of the students' work is the
syllabus of weekly readings and assignments. Each week, students are required to answer questions on the week's reading.

Responses to the readings will be guided by questions and comments posted by the lecturer. Assessmentis based on continuous assessment
(60%) and an open book final exam (40%). The 60% for continuous assessment consists of Book or Essay Review (1 5%), Class Participation
